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The flowers of the bull bay bloom large, strong and sweet, but easily decay. [ am fascinated by such ephemerality.
I used the reds of sorbus commixta effectively to create color contrast and dynamism.

Tips and Advice when Creating Ikebana

Before starting to work on the plant materials, I
place importance on observing each piece closely
from different angles to rediscover its characteristic
and interesting points: through this I realise its most
charming feature. Then, I try to merge it with the
conceptual idea of what I want to express and create
my work. During this process, too, I make numer-
ous more discoveries.

After finishing my work once, I always step back a
little and have another look at the whole thing, as I
consider it is important to check if there is any unti-
dy part at the base and the contours, any redundant
lines, or any part lacking expression.

About my work exhibited in
The 99th Sogetsu Exhibition

I wanted to express “wood” using wood materials
in this work. How many years had this wood been
drifting? When I saw this cylindrical-form drift-
wood after its outer bark and inner fibres were
stripped off, I was overwhelmed by its mysterious
charm, and inspired to express “the dynamism
of the life of wood” by combining it with the old
Japanese apricot tree branches. My message incor-
porated in this work was simple: Renew life for the
future! Arranging beautiful flowers is a joy, but cre-
ating ikebana only with wood and branches is also
exciting and fascinating.

Here are some tips and answers to the questions for studying of the themes.
(The same article in Japanese was in Autumn 2018 edition of “Sogetsu” magazine.)

Kakebana, Tsuribana (5-16)

[Q] For hanging “Kakebana,” a hook commonly

used for hanging paintings and so on can be used,

but there is no place for hanging “Tsuribana” from

above in our classroom. What should we do?

[A] If there is no place for hanging from above nor
for installing a necessary metal

fixture and a horizontal bar in
the classroom, we would recom-
aw mend to use the Sogetsu original

iron container for “Tsuribana.”

The Sogetsu original iron container
for “Tsuribana”: 18,500 yen,
which must be taken home by
yourself: no sending service
available.

[Q] Can hanging a work not from the ceiling but
from the side of a classroom desk be regarded as
“Tsuribana”?

[A] The basic requirement for “Tsuribana” is to
position it at eye level or above that of the viewers.
The work is seen below eye level if it is suspended
from the side of a desk. Find a way to hang it from
above.

Floor Position Arrangement (5-9)

[Q] Is it acceptable to make an arrangement on the
desk and place it on the floor?

[A] In this theme, it is important to think about the
viewing angle of the viewers. It is different when
the work is placed on the floor from when it is on
the desk. The container, therefore, should be put on

the floor from the beginning and an arrangement
made there while concentrating on how it will be
seen by the viewers.

[Q] If the work is to be placed on tatami (rush mats,)
is it better to place a base plate on it?

[A] A base plate or a cloth should be placed on fata-
mi or any other flooring which needs to be protect-
ed. Covering the area before starting the arranging
work to ensure that there is no damage done to the
place, and other considerateness is essential.

Using Various Locations (5-24)

[Q] Discovering a new place to display the work is
challenging if the classroom is in the office or in the
so-called Culture Center. How should we guide the
students?

[A] One example would be to use the desks and
chairs available to set up a display space. A door, a
curtain rail, or other familiar space could be used.
Guide the students to have the pleasure of exploring
new locations.

Seminar 2017, which make use of the space on and under
the desk.

Thank you, Sogetsu School Osaka

Now is the season when the greenery is dazzling. In
this serious fight against the coronavirus epidemic
which is still continuing around the world, my heart
is overcome by this refreshing scenery which seems
more precious than before. What will be the world
like after this pandemic subsides? While looking at
the future, we have to earnestly approach what we
are able to do now.

Sogetsu will mark a major change this summer. As
we have already announced, the Sogetsu School
Osaka in Umeda, Osaka, which has been our base
for Sogetsu activities in Kansai (west Japan) for 38
years, will close in June and be re-constituted as
“Sogetsu WEST” in Kyoto.

The Sogetsu School Osaka was established by my
father and the former lemoto Hiroshi in 1982 with
the concept of “Introducing a fresh breeze of Sogetsu
across Japan.” The classroom, in a building located
in the office district, was not exactly roomy, but a
very comfortable space where the physical closeness
between people created a warm atmosphere.

I think that I first visited the Osaka School sever-
al years after its opening to observe a my father’s
Teachers’” Workshop which he was teaching. 1
remember listening to my father’s strictures as ner-
vous as the participants. The large-scale FLOWORK
project that I joined from 1995 at the Hilton Plaza
Osaka is also a fond memory. I was assigned to
decorate the atrium every time, but I always had a
hard time with that gigantic open space. I struggled
each time, asking myself, “How should I configure
this space?” and “What materials should I use?”
However, through the accumulation of these experi-
ences, | received tremendous training for the creation
of large installations.

As for classes, I taught at the Teachers’ Workshop,
succeeding my father, from 1996 and also taught the
lemoto Class for 12 years from 2003. Since many of
the students of the Osaka School were assertive, I felt
awkward with their direct way of speaking at first,
but as I gradually got used to it, this kind of lively
exchange of opinions imperceptibly became one of
my favorite parts of teaching in Osaka.

One more thing that I will never forget is the exhi-
bition Hanakuguri (Flower Tunnels) held to cele-

brate the 20th anniversary of the Osaka School in
2001. This was the last project that my father fully
got involved in but he became sick in the year pre-
vious to the exhibition. It was a magnificent event
as 332 people in 23 groups who were studying
at the Osaka School, responded wholeheartedly to
my father’s strong determination, “Show the public
where Sogetsu now is.” The inside of the big, long
flower tunnel was filled with the power of plants and
once the visitors entered into it, they felt they were
in a different dimension. My father from his sickbed
could not visit the venue to see the exhibition, but
he seemed to be totally satisfied when he saw pho-
tographs of the exhibited works and listened to my
excited report of it.

Yet another vivid memory is the Sogetsu Exhibition
“Believing in the Power of Flowers” which was
held at the Osaka Takashimaya Department Store in
spring 2012 to commemorate the 10th anniversary of

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my becoming lemoto. Originally, it had been planned
to be held as the opening event for the celebration
in spring 2011. However, following the Great East
Japan Earthquake on March 11th, it was postponed
for one year. Since it was the first ikebana exhibi-
tion in Kansai held by the Headquarters in several
decades, the enthusiasm of the members mainly
in Kansai was sublime. Especially, the space com-
posed by more than 700 parts of shocking pink nylon
threads braided by so many people had a strong
impact and amazed the visitors. In addition, there
were numerous exhibits like a kaleidoscope under the
titles of “With the past lemotos,” “Arranging in the
Sogetsu Collection”, and “Songs lkebana.” There
were also various related events, such as workshops,
demonstrations, and displays in the show windows,
which were held one after another. It was precisely in
the exhibition that the power of Sogetsu Ikebana in
Kansai exploded.

Looking back, I think that people in the Sogetsu
School Osaka faced great obstacles at each milestone
occasion but skillfully overcame them and even
made great leaps by using such difficulties as step-
ping stones. Since we must refrain from activities
to prevent further spread of the present COVID-19
outbreak, it is very regrettable that we have to close
the Osaka School without properly saying goodbye,
but Sogetsu people are good at converting some-
thing negative into something positive and love to do
something new and try something difficult. I strongly
believe that all of you will further enhance the won-
derful attractions created at the Osaka School so far,
when it becomes Sogetsu West.

I’'m sure that the list of things that you now dream
of doing is getting longer. Once Sogetsu West
opens, please unleash that energy into your creation
and study full blast. Let’s keep our passion for the
Sogetsu School Osaka, which educated us in ikebana
and gave us many great encounters, and transfer it to
Sogetsu WEST!
